Dear Parents,

The total for the 3 day venture
will be approximately $124. The registration fee ($20) is payable immediately
as it is this fee that secures our spot in the performance schedule. We will
be selling tickets on a Mother’s Day basket to offset these costs and the cost of
our t-shirts. The school has agreed to pay busing (approx $900), play
registration, scripts, royalties and music and the many other miscellaneous costs.

Drama will be an important commitment for your child and they are expected to
come to each practice. We will try to give them/you as much notice as possible
when it comes to practice and pick-up times.

Students are also
expected to attend lunch time practices as needed. As we get closer to the
festival, more rehearsal times will be added.

We
will be performing the play and skits for the public at home after the festival, for
your viewing pleasure.
