Each Outcome will be assessed and evaluated using a variety of methods.  Students will have assignments and tests which will be collected and marked.  

Mental math quizzes will act as a Math Class warm-up 1-2 times per week and some entire Math classes will be devoted to Operations Strategies.  
Here is how a typical class might unfold:  Mental Math quiz or warm-up question (appropriate to outcome), Homework correction, Explore new concepts and build on previous knowledge (use of examples, manipulatives and group work), practice.
