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	Today I read the chapter “E is for E.T.” from Totally Joe.  I made several connections throughout the chapter, but there is one that seems to stand out to me as having more depth than the others.  In this chapter Joe is talking about his daydream of living on another planet called Wisteria.  Joe explains to us that he doesn’t have a clear image of what Wisteria actually looks like, but that doesn’t seem to matter.  What’s important about Wisteria is not how it LOOKS, but how it makes Joe FEEL.  Joe lives in a world where he is often left to feel that he doesn’t belong.  This is a feeling that I can relate to.
